When he was 19 yrs 
old he was offered a job at the port in town. It was a good income so Piseth quit 
school and took the job. He began drinking and socializing with the wrong crowd 
from work. After a year he came to Mark and asked if we would help him go back 
to school and get his life straight.  He hated his life and realized if he stayed at 
his job one day he would no longer be serving the Lord. He went back to school 
and became involved in his local church, assisting a Pastor.  He has been faith-
fully serving the Lord since. God is for us!  When we choose His way He changes 
our circumstances and our lives!

A recent study completed in 2008 revealed the following statistics regarding the Christian church in 
Cambodia:   
¶ Conservatively, the Christian population of Cambodia can be said to be between 1.4% - 3%. 
¶ The average educational level of a Cambodian church leader is 6th grade. 
¶ 69% of church leaders said they were rice farmers while only 5% were fulltime or professional 

leaders. 
¶ 10% of all churches in Cambodia are grass huts. Nearly 5% meet out in the open under trees. 
¶ The average tithe for churches in Cambodia is $8 per month.   
¶ More than 62% of church leaders said that literate members of their congregations do not have 

Bibles.   
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
