
 

When we first came to Cambodia, only an average of 3 out of 100 Cambo-

dian students completed 12th grade.  An extremely small percentage of 

those were able to attend college. The kids at the orphanage are so 

blessed because they are able to attend the School of Hope. As a result, 

most of the kids from the orphan-

age will  finish 12th grade and 

continue on to college or Bible 

school as well.  God has indeed 

done great things!  This year, a 

total of 30 kids from the orphan-

age will be attending college or 

Bible School.  Most of them will 

be living at the Student House in 

Phnom Penh. If you would like to 

sponsor one of them, the cost is 

about $1680/year for room/board/  

tuition.
